Staff should have access to appropriate
development opportunities to ensure they have the
knowledge and skills to identify and respond to
abuse and neglect. HSCP will hold agencies to
account in their efforts to ensure that all staff and
volunteers working with children and/or their
parents/carers are trained in safeguarding to an
appropriate level.

HSCP commissions and delivers multi-agency
events to complement in-house training.

Staff should determine, with their line manager, the
courses best suited to their role or those which they
are required to attend.

Multi-agency training supports professionals in
developing a shared understanding of decision
making in respect of safeguarding children. Multi-
agency events bring professionals together to
develop knowledge and skills, emphasising the
benefits of working together to deliver positive
outcomes for children and families.
